The Japan-Asian Studies Program is an educational undertaking that
represents a new systemization and a newly comprehensive approach
to Asia, including Japan, that transcends departments and fields. It
can be participated in and completed by all graduate students
interested in it as a supplement to the specific educational curriculum
of whatever graduate school or faculty department they belong to.
The program can be broadly divided into general and
language-related subjects. The general subjects form the core of the
program, and offer a deeper understanding of Asia, including Japan,
by way of an interdisciplinary, interdepartmental curriculum.
Classes held by each graduate school and faculty as part of its
standard curriculum come under the program, which comprises
Liberal Arts and Sciences, Society and Culture, Social Technology,
Natural Environment, Health Sciences, Information Sciences, and
Advanced Studies. Furthermore, when it comes to language-related
disciplines, students who wish to do so are encouraged to take the
Asian foreign language courses offered in the Undergraduate course
senior division (third and fourth year) curriculum of the College of
Arts and Sciences and Faculty of Letters.
In the case of a total of 12 or more credits having been gained from
general theory-related disciplines only or from language-related
disciplines and general theory-related disciplines, recognition will be
given of course completion, and a certificate of completion will be
issued. However, no more than four credits may be gained from
language-related disciplines for the purposes of satisfying
completion requirements.

Against the backdrop of a global transformation in the structure and nature of disease,
with focus shifting from infectious diseases to non-communicable diseases, cancer
incidence in Asia is rapidly increasing. Cancer is a pernicious disease that develops over
a long period of time, affected by genetic factors and lifestyle choices. It is a disease that
casts a long, dark shadow over human culture and activities. To date in Asia there has
been great divergence in medical standards, and also in the values of physicians and
patients alike. What is more, data from Asian countries is not immediately comparable,
making cross-border cooperation and information sharing difficult. While on the one
hand Asia is experiencing astonishing economic growth, there are still historical legacies
that pervade the region and a stark disjoint between globalism and nationalism can
also be perceived. The Department of Strategic Investigation on Comprehensive Cancer
Network aims to develop new drug therapies as well as safe and effective methods of
treatment for cancer in Asia. The Asia Cancer Forum is based in this department and is
engaged in efforts overcome the regional disjoint in Asia by promoting joint action on
common issues. We are accordingly engaged in various policy proposal formulation
activities, aimed at achieving the inclusion of cancer on the global health agenda. Cancer
is a disease that is closely related to various challenges and issues, which are variously
political, economic and cultural in nature. In this course we aim to direct questions
relating to cancer in Asia to leading figures and create a forum for dialogue on how Japan
should engage with Asia in fighting cancer.

We civil engineers are involved not only in construction of infrastructure but also in solving a variety of social problems. For example, the Great East Japan
Earthquake set a new task to build new embankments along the Sanriku Coast. It is not a purely technical issue but a social one as social acceptance would be
necessary to build those embankments. Even experts of structural mechanics cannot avoid or ignore it. The same thing can be said to international project; for
example, Kotopanjang Dam project in Indonesia caused a strong public opposition, which was actually evoked by NGO, and ended in court. You, as future civil
engineers, must have competencies to deal with such various aspects of international project.

Cancer represents a grave and common challenge in Asia, where social structures are
The contents of undergoing significant transformations in all aspects, including in the economy, social security and also in family relationships. What is more, the common challenge of
S cancer is revealing contemporary issues for society as a whole in Asia. Advances in medicine mean that the number of people surviving cancer in Asia is also increasing and
this survivorship and the need for long-term treatment and care is impacting the welfare of patients and their families. Both medical and welfare policies cover areas in which
it is not possible to make judgments on the basis of economic considerations alone, given the ethical dimensions of such policies. The countries of Asia are now facing a period
of transition in their social structures as societies continue to age, and the very real issue of striking a balance between limited economic and social resources on the one hand
and what is acceptable in ethical terms on the other hand is an extremely difficult one to address. Given the difficulties in controlling it cancer cannot be overcome based on
global health-based logic, which has functioned to date in countermeasures against communicable diseases.

As such,
the structure as it currently stands is not one that can be readily resolved by referring to conventional theories of medical sociology.
This lecture series will be held in an omnibus style, with external lecturers being invited to talk about cancer in Asia from their various expert perspectives. The lecturers will
delve into issues such as the characteristics of cancer in Asia and the various approaches for regional cooperation that will help to overcome it, examining the current status in
the Asian region and the various challenges that are currently being faced.
