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FROM THE DIRECTOR

The Institute for Advanced Studies on Asia was established in 1941 at the University of Tokyo
for “comprehensive study of cultures of the East.” Today, our research focuses on regions where Asian
languages are spoken, which cover the Arabic-language sphere including North Africa to the West and Japan
to the East, and extend in the north to where Altaic languages are spoken including the Russian Federation
and to Indonesia in the south. That is, our research covers a broad region centering on the Eurasian
continent. Our fields of study are just as wide-ranging - politics, society, law, economics, religion, thought,
culture, anthropology, history, archaeology, literature, art - but all share the common goal of deepening our
understanding of Asia and the world and contributing to the creation of a better future through examinations
of various dimensions of the past and present of Asia. The diversity in regional focus and specialty enables a
broad perspective invigorating research of the Institute as a whole.

All faculty members of the Institute possess individual research networks in Japan and abroad.
They use the networks to conduct on-site research, attend international conferences, and exchange with
researchers overseas. The Institute also has developed collaborative relationships with organizations in and
outside Japan by signing academic exchange and collaboration agreements. The Institute’s library hosts a
rich collection of archival materials, among which the classic Chinese collection is one of the largest in the
world. Researchers around the world visit the Institute for both short-term and long-term stays to use the
archival materials as well as exchange with our faculty members. The Institute serves as a global base for
Asian studies. The Institute publishes the International Journal of Asian Studies in English to globalize Asian
Studies in Japan. The Institute is also undertaking a major project of publishing open-access Asian Studies
research in partnership with first-rate English-language press. The project starts with the publication of an
Asian Studies textbook in English, the first of its kind in Japan. The Institute is also home to the Research
and Information Center for Asian Studies (RICAS), which catalogues various kinds of information concerning
Asian studies and shares it with the wider world.

In addition, the Institute hosts many research fellows of the Japan Society for the Promotion of
Science (JSPS) as well as independent scholars and plays an active role in fostering young academics.
The faculty at the Institute also offer courses of their specialties in the college and graduate schools of
the University of Tokyo, with the goal of readying the students for their future responsibilities as global
citizens. Furthermore, the Institute plays a central role in the development of four university-level projects:
1), Global Japan Studies (GJS), which promotes international education and research in Japanese studies; 2),
Asian Research library, which realizes collaboration between Asian studies research and library functions;
3), East Asian Academy for New Liberal Arts (EAA) that aims to build East Asian studies as a Liberal Arts
program; and 4), The University of Tokyo International Publishing Initiative (UT-IPI), a project of publishing
in English humanities scholarship accumulated in Japanese at the University of Tokyo. The Institute makes
significant contribution to education and research of the University of Tokyo and has become a center for
leading research in Asian Studies.

In this era of rapid changes, the Institute aspires to further deepen disciplinary research on Asia and
explore new fields of study and interdisciplinary research. We steadily pursue advancement of research and
share with the wider world.
