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FROM THE DIRECTOR

The University of Tokyo Institute for Advanced Studies on Asia was founded in November the 26% 1941
as a “comprehensive research center for the study of Asia broadly defined.” The Institute’s remit stretches across
the Eurasian continent - from the Arabic-speaking world including North Africa in the west to Japan in the east,
and from the Altaic-speaking world including the Russian Federation in the north to Indonesia in the south. In
recent years our researchers have widened their scope to investigate global relationships to Asia outside of the
Eurasian continent.

Academic fields of study include politics, society, law, economics, religion, thought, culture, anthropology,
history, archaeology, literature, and art. This diversity enables our researchers to embrace broad perspectives
within a shared interest in exploring new contributions to the universality by placing ideas rooted in the societies
and cultures of the various regions of Asia into their broader context, while remaining close to the indigenous
ideas of those regions. Our aim is to free Asian studies from the framework of assigning the East and the West
into the particular and the universal, which has been the assumption of modern scholarship, and to practice both
the Asianization and the universalization of Asian studies.

The Institute's members maintain extensive research networks of their own, both domestically and
internationally, conducting field research, participating in international scientific conferences, and collaborating with
foreign researchers. Supported by such individual activities, the Institute has established academic exchange and
cooperative agreements both at home and abroad. Researchers from around the world regularly visit the Institute
as the “visiting fellows” for long or short periods of time to make use of our world-class library and archives, and
to exchange ideas with Institute staff and other researchers. For these reasons, we think it is safe to say that the
Institute is one of the world's centers for Asian studies.

The Institute is also actively involved in human resource development and education. Specifically, the
Institute accepts a large number of research fellows of the Japan Society for the Promotion of Science (JSPS) as
well as researchers from private universities. Our staff members are also engaged in educational activities at the
graduate and undergraduate schools of the University of Tokyo according to their respective areas of expertise,
thereby contributing to the development of the next generation of global leaders.

In FY 2022, the Institute launched its own "Global Asian Studies" (GAS) project with the aim of furthering
our mission to simultaneously Asianize and universalize Asian Studies. GAS builds upon our existing "Global Japan
Studies” to open new horizons for Asian Studies. In addition, we continue to publish the /nternational Journal of
Asian Studies in collaboration with Cambridge University Press, and are working in partnership with leading
English language publishers to promote Open Access (OA) publication of the best research in Asian studies. In
addition, the Research and Information Center for Asian Studies (RICAS), an affiliated facility for organizing and
disseminating information on Asian studies to the world.

In addition, The Institute also plays a central role in university-wide projects such as the Asian Research
Library, which embodies the collaboration between Asian studies and library functions at the University of Tokyo,
the University of Tokyo International Publishing Initiative (UT-IPI), which publishes the University of Tokyo's
humanities knowledge accumulated mainly in Japanese as English books for the world to enjoy, the East Asian
Academy for New Liberal Arts (EAA), which is supported by external funds and aims to build East Asian studies
as a liberal arts discipline, and its interlinked Ushioda Initiative of Arts (UIA), etc, thereby contributing to the
development of education and research at the University of Tokyo.

The Institute for Advanced Studies on Asia, in response to its mission as a world's center for Asian
studies, is committed to providing a wide range of responsibilities to the world in this time of great global change.
We hope to contribute to the world by practicing the Asianization and universalization of Asian studies based on
the diversified researches of our institute members and our global research network.
